DECLARATION OF BROOKWOOD HOA
IRRIGATION SADDLE AND POINT OF CONNECTION POLICY

OBJECTIVE

To define an irrigation saddle (hereafter referred to as the saddle) and point of connection (hereafter referred to as POC) policy that is consistent with the CC&R’s, sets homeowner expectations, and provides homeowners a well defined path to resolve saddle and POC issues.

INTRODUCTION

The Brookwood Homeowners Association (hereafter referred to as the Association) maintains an extensive irrigation system within our neighborhood. Homeowners typically are tied into this system at their POC through a saddle which is attached to one of a series of large underground trunk lines running throughout the neighborhood. These trunk lines are typically 4 inch or 6 inch plastic PVC pipes. The trunk lines may run through the common areas, through public right-of-ways, or through an individual homeowner’s property. These trunk lines and the connections leading from them to an individual homeowner’s irrigation system, were provided to each lot by the developer
POLICY AND ESCALATION
It is the policy of the Association that responsibility for the repair and maintenance of the POC and associated plumbing all the way from the homeowners’ irrigation system to and including the saddle and associated hardware shall be the responsibility of the homeowner. The Association will retain responsibility for the repair and maintenance of the trunk lines and the associated pumps and other equipment and utilities.
 
When evidence of a broken saddle or POC is reported to the property manager, the property manager will attempt to contact the homeowner to initiate repairs. If the homeowner is unreachable or does not remedy the situation within 24 hours, and there is reason to believe that further damage will occur to either the common areas, right-of-ways, or homeowner’s property, a member of the landscaping committee and or landscaping contractor will asses the situation, and if found to be causing further damage, will recommend the Association perform repairs on an emergency basis. Financial responsibility for these repairs will remain with the homeowner and the homeowner will be billed accordingly.
Homeowners disputing the situation or charges may write a letter or attend the next meeting of The Brookwood Homeowners Association Board of Directors to appeal the decision or charges. The Brookwood Homeowners Association Board of Directors will inform the homeowners of the outcome of the appeal within 30 days.
